A real baby at only 7 months, I liked his cobby outline. Head is square with padded muzzle, ears well set and used, dark eyes. Arch to neck leading to well placed shoulders and straight front, chest developing. Short loin with gentle roach and low set tail, enough rear angulation. His handler could help him more as at times he is very naughty on the move, but he did enough to show me that he can move correctly. Very promising, BPD
2nd Morison Xandene All That’s Magic

B/m fawn also 7 months old of good make and shape with plenty of bone, he looks more mature that winner. Square head with broad muzzle and correctly placed ears, eyes could be a shade darker. Straight front and tight feet, strong rear. Moved well.
3rd Ellis Braylah Cover Me with Glitterkiss
PD (3,0)

1st Timms & Henderson Olijah Cut to The Chase

9 month old brindle, broad deep jaw with upsweep, well defined cheeks, eyes could be a touch darker. Deep stop with dome to forehead. Ears correctly placed and used. Well laid shoulders, pasterns need to firm a little, strong neck, deep wide chest. Gentle roach to topline, slightly long in loin, tail is low set. Rear is well muscled. Moved & handled well.
2nd Morison Xandene It’s a Kinda Magic
Fawn pied litter brother to 2nd MPD and many of the same comments apply. Not the width of muzzle of the winner and pigment could improve. He is cobby in shape and has a straight front, strong rear with enough angulation. Moved well on tight feet.

3rd Chamberlain Olijah Magic Touch of Dechambeaux

JD (7,0)
1st Bryant & Duce Archness The Guvnor

Smaller brindle with cobby outline when stacked. Square head with well set & used ears, eyes are round and dark enough. Padded muzzle is broad and deep, with upturn of jaw and defined cheeks.  Arched neck, correct shoulder placement, straight front and neat feet, deep chest and well cut up. Low set tail and adequate hind angulation. Moved soundly 

2nd Timms & Henderson Olijah Total Knockout

9 month old brindle, longer cast than winner.  Square, masculine head with plenty of padding to his muzzle. Well placed and used ears.  Eyes are round and could be a shade darker. Strong neck, well placed shoulders, deep chest, gentle roach to topline with small low set tail. Untidy in front movement today.
3rd Pearce Bullhawk Revillon  
YD (4,1)
1st Kelly Casemates Criterion
Square masculine head on this 22 month old.  Well padded deep broad muzzle with upsweep, ears of good size and set but not always used to advantage. Depth & width of rib, straight front, pasterns could be a touch stronger. Correct topline leading to low set tail and enough rear angulation. Moved well.
2nd Humphries Crackatari Shockwave

Brindle pied, only 14 months old so movement has time to settle. Head is square and masculine, broad muzzle and enough upsweep, well developed cheeks, ears well used. Plenty of bone all through, straight front, chest still to develop, gentle roach to topline leading to low set tail.
3rd Morgan & Ling Tytorro Charmer with Poachersfoe

PGD (7,1)
1st Morgan & Ling Agramers Balam Quitze at Tytorro

Cobby brindle that has a pleasing outline stacked. Square head, broad padded muzzle that has depth, dark round eyes, ears are well set and used. Shoulders well placed, firm pasterns, neat feet with dark nails. Enough width and depth of chest, topline has gentle roach, well cut up. Rear is muscled with enough angulation. Moved well. 

2nd Taylor Tytomax Celtic Warrier at Annmar

Brindle that is not as compact as 1st. Pleasing head with dark eyes and well used ears of good shape and size. Muzzle has width and depth. Arched neck, straight in front, deep chest.  Topline has slight rise leading to low set tail. Moved well.
3rd Gough Katakia Sharp Dressed Man

LD (3,0)
1st Krall & Holm Dreamlegacy Orpheus At Jafrak

Quality, masculine fawn pied with clear coat, he pleases in outline and is all in proportion with plenty of bone. Head is square, cheeks well developed, broad padded muzzle and upsweep of jaw. Defined stop, round eyes, ears of good size are well placed and used. Arched neck, well laid shoulders, depth and width of rib, enough cut up.  Topline has slight roach and leads to well set tail. Correct rear angulation, he moved very well. RBD
2nd Hurd Kibyghan Stand And Deliver

Brindle that is slightly longer cast than winner. Head is square and masculine, eyes could be a shade darker, ears well set and carried. Chest has depth and width, feet spoilt by overlong nails, topline has slight roach, tail a little higher set than ideal. Well muscled rear with 
enough angulation.  
3rd Kanshim Seven Deadly Sins
OD (2,0)
1st Bryant Ch Kingfriend Mr Godwin JW

Mature, cobby brindle who presents an appealing outline. Masculine, square head, muzzle is broad and padded with upturn of jaw and enough stop. Developed cheeks. Round, dark eyes, well placed ears which he uses.  Correct shoulder placement, straight front legs to neat feet with dark nails. Deep and broad in chest, short loin, I would prefer a little less cut up. Topline has slight roach leading to small tail. His well muscled rear allowed him to move out well around the ring to gain BD & RBIS
2nd Bryant Archness Sign O’The Times JW

Brindle with square head, broad deep muzzle with upsweep. Eyes are round and could be a little darker. Ears well set and used. Correct front angulation, broad, deep chest. He lacks a little in rear angulation and I preferred the topline and movement of 1st.

1st Conway & Chapman Norcairn Fabulous Frank ShCM

Clear coated fawn pied of 7 years with plenty of bone all through.  Masculine head with broad, deep muzzle and well developed cheeks.  Ears well placed and used. Lacks a little in neck, well placed shoulders, strong pasterns, tidy feet, deep chest and cut up. Moved well. It was a pleasure to see him enjoying himself. BVD
2nd Thomas Eastonite Domino Dandy

Just 7 years old well marked pied in lovely condition. Wide padded muzzle with up turn. Cobby outline, deep chest, and strong rear.  Moved well, I preferred the front of 1st
MPB (6,1)
1st Tanner Warson’s Ma Larking at Bexbull

Pretty 7 month old brindle.  Head is square, with depth and breadth to muzzle and enough upsweep, dark, round eyes and uses her ears which could be a touch higher set.  Shoulders are correctly laid, straight in front, neat feet with dark nails. Chest still developing and topline needs to strengthen, tail low set. Enough angulation in rear, she moved well.
2nd Ross Leyenda She’s My Destiny

Short coupled and well boned baby just 6 months old. Well marked brindle pied but coat could be clearer. Head is square and developing well, mouth is very undershot at present. Dark eyes, ears well set and used. Straight front leading to neat feet, deep chest and enough cut up. Slight roach to topline leading to low set tail. 
3rd Hickin Eastonite Nova Candy

PB (6,3)
1st Hogan Ashstaff Secret Whisper for Baclaudi

Shapely 10 month old with appealing and balanced outline.  Deep & broad muzzle with padding, upsweep of jaw, well placed ears, beautiful dark eyes giving her a feminine expression. Straight front assembly, pasterns need to firm up a little and feet to tighten. Arched neck, cobby, short body with gentle roach leading to small tail. Strong rearquarters with enough angulation. Carried herself so well on the move. She earned the final point for her JW with this win, congratulations. A future star and well deserved BPIS
2nd Smith & Pratt Khanin Belle Ame

Brindle also 10 months old. Slightly longer cast than 1st and not as balanced in outline. Pretty head with excellent pigment and dark eyes, broad muzzle with up turn. Straight front, chest developing well. Slightly exaggerated topline leading to low set tail. Moved well.
3rd Brooks Serenant The World’s A Stage

JB (6,0)
1st Ross Franstelgo’s Dirty Money

Typy b/m fawn of 15 months with cobby outline and plenty of bone. Feminine head with appealing expression. Broad deep muzzle with upsweep, well developed cheeks, deep stop. Ears of good shape and size are well used, dark round eyes. Arched neck leads to well set shoulders and straight front. Neat feet with dark nails. Depth and width to chest, enough cut up, strong loin. Her well muscled rear gave strong hind movement.
2nd Thomas Chelmbull Kiss From A Rose

Brindle, square head with broad padded muzzle and upturn of jaw. Ears correctly set and used, dark eyes. Straight front, well laid shoulders, neat feet. Strong neck leading to topline with slight roach and low set tail. Well developed hindquarters.
3rd Ellis Eastonite Mia
YB (7,0)
Both 1st and 2nd were shown by young ladies that impressed with their handling ability.
1st Smith & Pratt Jafrak So Flirty At Khanin

Pretty headed brindle of pleasing make and cobby shape. Muzzle is well padded, broad and deep, developed cheeks.  Dark round eyes, enough stop, correct ear shape and placement. Straight in front leading to tight feet with dark nails. Well placed shoulder, depth and width to chest, underline is cut up. Topline has slight roach, short loin leads to low set tail. Muscled rear. Her movement won her the class. 
2nd East Valumar Cvetana Narla At Jiankang

Smaller brindle with wide padded muzzle, defined cheeks and well set ears.  Eyes are round but could be a shade darker. Chest is deep, front straight, enough neck. Rear angles correct, moved well. Close up to winner, not quite as cobby in outline.
3rd Bryant Archness Own It 
PGB (10,2)
1st French Ravenside C’Est La Vie
Feminine headed brindle, shapely outline and well boned all through. Dark eyes, well developed cheeks, decent stop. Muzzle is wide and deep with padding, ears well set and used. Chest deep and broad, arched neck, short loin, underline is cut up. Straight front with tight feet and dark nails. Slightly roached topline leads to small, low set tail. Moved well.
2nd Nugent Borrobullyz Daisy Dream

Brindle that is longer cast than winner. Square head with deep, broad muzzle, dark eyes and well used ears.  Defined stop. Straight front, pasterns could firm a little. Well placed shoulders, deep chest, slightly roached topline leading to tail that could be a little lower set. Well muscled rear quarters, moved well.
3rd Humphreys Crackatari Princess Ebony Mac JW

LB (5,0)  
1st Roach Roalice Mighty Mouse 

All in proportion and pleasing in type and outline this brindle is feminine in head with a melting expression. Wide lower jaw with upsweep and well developed cheeks, deep stop and correctly set and used ears.  Thick neck and straight front, strong pasterns leading to neat feet. Cobby body with deep chest, gentle roach to topline, short loin, low set tail. Well muscled rear that allowed her to move with drive, she was at one with her handler. Very pleased to award her BIS.  
2nd Conway & Chapman  Regentfayre Dark Addiction At Norcairn
Smaller brindle presenting a pleasing outline. Feminine head with defined stop. Depth and width to muzzle that is well padded. Round dark eyes, well set and used ears. Well placed shoulders and straight front, deep, broad chest. Strong neck, topline has defined roach leading to low set small tail. Muscled and correctly angulated rearquarters. Moved well.
3rd Tousent & Lucas Sarabellew Mon Cheri At Ruharvs
OB (9,5)
1st Krall Jafrak Putting On The Charm

Presenting an attractive outline this balanced b/m fawn has excellent pigment. Compact in shape, feminine square head and typical expression. Muzzle is deep, broad, and well padded, cheeks well developed. Ears well set and used, round eyes. Correct topline with slight roach, well sprung ribs, and small low set tail. Straight front leading to tight feet with black nails. Rear is well muscled and angulated. Moved well, she was RBB

2nd Pearce Tytomax Lagertha Bullhawk

Brindle that is taller on leg than winner and not quite as balanced in outline. Square head with round eyes and well set ears giving a feminine expression.  Straight front leading to neat feet, well laid shoulders, arched neck. Gentle roach to topline, slightly long in loin leading to small tail, cut up to underline. Well angulated rear.
3rd Conway & Chapman Norcairn Dark Eclipse
VB (5,4)
1st Whitelock Lairdstom Sundown Into Kanshim

8 year old brindle of good shape.  Square head with well set and used ears, straight front, topline has gentle roach and leads to low set tail. She was full of herself and moved well. I was pleased to award her BVIS
