Full of breed type and balanced throughout. I have so many things that I admire about him, far too many to list. He has beautiful bat ears that are a lovely size, wide at the base, beautifully rounded at the top and set correctly on his head. I love his eyes, they are bright, round, placed well and complete his masculine yet soft expression and every time I looked at him, he engaged with me. His profile is stunning, and he made the silhouette that I was looking for, showing off his gentle topline, muscular arched neck, angulations, bone and substance. A strong masculine head without a hint of coarseness, dark kind expressive eyes, broad muzzle, super sweep of jaw, good bite, and beautiful ears set perfectly on his square head. He is undeniably fit and is in firm muscular condition. When he moves his strides are sure footed, he covers the ground and holds his topline and is absolutely sound.
